assigned to the SBS and
channel 66 as the unassigned
channel.

The draft digital channel plan
identified channel 9A for use as
a digital channel at Cairns. The
proposal to use channel 9A
would require TNQ10 in Cairns
to move its frequency upwards
by 1 MHz. Channel 9A has been
replaced with channel 6,
avoiding the need for TNQ10
to change its frequency.

As a consequence of the
digital channel 6 planned for
Cairns, additional analog
changes are required in the
Cooktown, Mareeba and

Babinda areas. In the final
digital channel plan, the ABA
has identified alternative
options for these areas -
a change of channel of the
interfered-with analog service.
