Best of British books
Perth City Library recently hosted the British 
Council’s exhibition of books which have won 
British literary prizes since 1984. The exhibi­
tion is the Council’s contribution to Australia’s 
Bicentenary and will be on show at various 
venues around the country.

The prize-winning books cover almost every 
category of writing: science fiction, religion, 
travel, detective fiction, history, romantic fic­
tion, books on folklore and the performing 
arts. The Lord Mayor, Mr M. A. Michael and 
the British Consul General, Mr Leonard 
Boyes, launched the exhibition. The exhibi­
tion gave the people of Perth an opportunity 
to browse through a representative collection 
of the best of British books.
