P rod u c tio n , and E xterna l Studies 
sections. Q U T , now  one o f  the 
largest un ivers ities in Austra lia , 
developed a s truc tu re  d u rin g  1990 
com p ris in g  e igh t large Faculties and 
three non academic D iv is ion s , each 
re p o rtin g  d ire c t to the V ice 
C hance llo r or D e p u ty  V ice 
C hance llo r.

The a p p o in tm e n t means tha t 
T o m  is responsible fo r the 
m anagem ent o f  all services 
de live ring  in fo rm a tio n  to the s ta ff 
and students o f  Q U T . He believes 
th a t th is  s truc tu re  should loster an 
in tegrated approach to various 
issues, especially the use o f 
in fo rm a tio n  techno logy in  support 
o f  research and teaching.
