Queensland University o f Technology professor Alan C um m ing said the  
n etw ork  w ould  w ork  w ith  teachers to develop resources for the ir profes­
sional developm ent.

D r de Bono said the n etw ork 's  resources are a w ay to in troduce a 
benchm arking process and creativity  cycle w here teachers could take new  
ideas and m old them  to the ir ow n school needs and environm ent.
