
The information profession 
in the twenty first century
Conference program highlights
A n ambitious program of stimulat­

ing speakers has been confirmed. 
The umbrella theme of Capitalis­

ing on knowledge —  the information pro­
fession in the 21st century w ill p rovide 
national and international speakers with 
the scope to examine who w ill be the in­
formation providers as this new century 
unfolds, and on what basis.

Each day of the conference carries a 
different focus. D ay 1 w ill concentrate 
on the changing information environ ­
ment and the w ay in w hich major social, 
political, econom ic, legal and technology 
influences w ill affect how information is 
accessed and disseminated over the next 
few years. H ow  w ill information be de­

livered? W h a t w ill be the impact of me­
dia convergence? W il l  libraries still be 
relevant? These questions w ill also em ­
brace discussion about intellectual prop­
erty, information ownership, privacy and 
censorship.

O n day 2 the focus changes to under­
standing the needs of the information 
consumer. Different streams w ill cover 
know ledge management, content and 
content providers, accessib ility of serv­
ices and the technology that w ill drive 
this access.

Throughout day 3 speakers w ill turn 
their attention to the creators of informa­
tion, authors and publishers, and the 
changing roles of the information profes-

The environment and the future
Paul Twoomey — Tuesday 24 October, 9:00am
Dr Paul Twom ey, chief executive officer of the National O ffice 
for the Information Econom y, and the Federal governm ent's 
Special Adviser for the Information Econom y and Technology, 
w illthe first keynote address for the conference. The National 
O ffice for the Information Econom y has direct responsibility for 
developing and co-ordinating strategies to address the conver­
gence of the information econom y, information technology and 
telecom m unications issues driven by the digital revolution. As 
Special Adviser, Dr Twom ey is charged w ith providing strate­
gic advice  to the governm ent on develop ing its information 
econom y and information technology priorities and strategies, 
including a National Strategy for the Information Econom y. Dr 
Twoom ey replaces the Hon Peter M cG auran  on the conference 
program.

Legal issues 
and the public library
Ann K Symons — Tuesday 24 
October, 3:30pm
W ith  the advent of the web browser in the 
early part of the 1990s, libraries in the 
United States began offering internet access 
for patrons in great numbers. In 1997 the 
Un ited  States Suprem e Court decision declared the internet, 
taken as a w hole [excluding those sites deemed illegal by law] 
to be protected under the First Amendment of the United States 
Constitution. The last three years have been legally active ones: 
citizens suing their public library for filtering, mothers suing 
their public library for not filtering, Congress trying to pass law 
after law requiring libraries to filter. Ann Symons w ill present an 
overview  of internet library issues and recent legal challenges.

In news just to hand, Ann K Symons is the 2000 recipient 
of the A LA  Elizabeth Futas Catalyst for Change Aw ard . This 
award recognises and honours a librarian w ho invests time and 
talent to make positive changes in the profession of librarian- 
ship.

Libraries, knowledge 
management, and 
higher education in an 
electronic environment,
Brian L Hawkins — Wednesday 25 
October, 9:00am — keynote address
This presentation discusses the challenges that libraries face as 
the transition from print-on-paper to digital environments un­
folds. An attempt is made to explore the newly-emerging field 
of knowledge management and to explore its im plications for 
the world  of academ ic libraries. Then, examining the shortfalls 
of the current electronic environment, this paper identifies a v i­
sion for w h ich  w e might ultimately strive and explores how w e 
might go about operationalising a portion of this, envisioning a 
portal that w ould  serve the academ ic environment. Finally, the 
challenge of collaboration w ill be explored, as a major obsta­
cle in accom plish ing the goals that have been identified.

User perspectives of the 
future of the internet

The internet is w ide ly  regarded as the most 
significant change to contem porary modes 
of com m unication. The internet's extraordi­
nary growth and the global reach of its platforms, the passion 
of its adherents and its maze of unresolved issues all qualify it 
as a paradigm shift in communications. In the next few years the 
likely exponential growth of internet services w ill make substan­
tial demands on understanding and managing the com plexity 
that w ill arise from both the explosion of both the number of 
connected devices and the volum e of information available.

It is critical, however, that these new enabling technologies 
meet the needs of people, are useful, flexible, readily accessi­
ble and affordable. There is an urgent need for research about 
internet communities, about what motivates people to go onto

the Net, and what people want the internet to be in the next few 
years.

Ensuring effective access 
to library services
Jose-M arie Griffiths and Donald W King —
W ednesday 25 October, 2:00pm
O ne of the current issues dom inating discussions of access is 
that of the 'digital divide'. W h ile  originally defined in rather nar­
row  terms, access to technology, this issue is, in fact, much 
broader and deeper. Furthermore, technology is only a minor 
com ponent of the divide. This presentation w ill re-define the 
digital d iv ide and discuss its relationship to accessing library 
services in particular.

Som e detailed examples w ill be given of how libraries 
should deal w ith the array of traditional print-on-paper, e lec ­
tronic journals, C D -RO M  and digital full-text article databases. 
Evidence demonstrates that librarians should not think in either/ 
or terms, but rather, they should consider econom ic and use fac­
tors w h ich  can optimise com binations of these media types.

Electronic publishing in 
the 21st century
Donald W King — Wednesday 25 
October, 4:30pm
This presentation deals with the many myths 
and realities of electronic journals. It draws 
upon hundreds of studies performed by the 
speaker. These studies have involved readership surveys (13 591 
responses); over 100 in-depth cost studies of publishing, librar­
ies, and other information services; a journal characteristics 
tracking study; and an historical rev iew  of over 800 relevant 
publications. Particular issues include the use, usefulness, and 
value of scholarly journals; the causes and consequences of spi­
ralling prices; ways in w hich electronic journals and article text 
databases can make a difference; and what authors, readers, li­
brarians and publishers can do to make the future publishing 
system successful.

The information revolution has spawned a growing information 
industry that is now driving world economies. Information tech­
nology, particu larly  the internet and W o rld  W id e  W e b  have 
given the individual the opportunity to be both creator and user 
of information content. And, whether w e like it or not, millions 
of people are using the web as if it w ere a library, as a place to 
go for information retrieval, validation and discussion. The web, 
of course, is not a library, but it is already changing the most ba­
sic foundations of knowledge creation, sharing and application 
worldw ide. W e , as librarians and information scientists, face the 
challenges of serving the expanding and changing relationship 
between information creators and users. As w e attempt to do so, 
there w ill be increased pressure on our professions to form the 
bridges across and/or be the integrators of multi-faceted endeav­

ours that blur the boundaries among the information disciplines; 
the three building blocks of information science (people, know l­
edge and tools); and research, education  and practice. W h a t 
new roles w ill emerge and what additional skills w ill w e need 
in order to be successful? H ow  can w e help bridge the 'digital 
d iv ide '?
