Next 
year is also im portant in Roberta's life 
b ecause  she has been se lected  as the 
A ustra lian  B o tan ica l L ia ison  O ffice r 
(A B L O ) at the Royal Bo tan ic  G ardens, 
K ew  (R G B K e w ) (London ) for tw e lve  
months. Dr C o w an  is the first librarian, 
the first m arine botanist (her doctorate 
w as on red seaw eeds), the first person 
from a university and the seventh w o m ­
an ever to take up the role. D uring the 
tw e lve  months at R B G K e w , D r C ow an  
w ill start w o rk  on a tw enty-five-year 
pro ject, Taxonom ic  Literature Crypto- 
gam ia  (TLC ) a b ib lio g rap h ic  database 
of non-flowering plant information.

S ince  the 1930s, an A B L O  has been 
appointed  ann u a lly  to w ork  at the H er­
barium , R B G K e w . Charles Gard iner, 
the G overnm en t Botanist, W A  was the 
first A B L O  in 1937 and this position 
has been held  subsequen tly  by m any 
p rom inen t A ustra lian  botanists. The 
A B L O  services botanical enquiries from 
A ustra lian  and N e w  Z ea lan d  sources, 
p a rticu la rly  but not ex c lu s ive ly  from 
botanists w o rk ing  in State and C o m ­
m onw ealth  herbaria, using the facilities 
at Kew, the N atu ra l H isto ry  M useum , 
London, and w h e re  necessary, other 
European herbaria. These enquiries may 
invo lve  using the p lant co llections, ar­
ch ive  collection  and library collections.
