BE it ordained by the egislative Council for the Northern 
Territory of Austral a, in pursuance of the powers con­

ferred by the Northern T rritory (Administration) Act 1910-
1965, as follows:-

1.-( 1.) This Ordina ce may be cited as the Legislative 
Council (Powers and Priv eges) Ordinance 1966. 

(2.) The Legislative Council (Powers and Privileges) 
Ordinance 1963 is in this rdinance referred to as the Principal 
Ordinance. 

(3. ) The Principal inance, as amended by this Ordin-
ance, may be cited as th Legislative Council (Powers and 
Privileges) Ordinance 196 -1966. 

Short title 
and citation 

2. Section 12 of the rincipal Ordinance is amended by Authority for 

adding at the end thereof t e following sub-sections:- ~~n~ation8 

"(3.) The Clerk shall, on request made by any person, 
supply a copy of the notice aper, of the minutes of the proceed­
ings in the Council, of the reports of the debates and proceed­
ings of the Council or of a y other reports, documents or papers 
published by the authority of the Council, to that person upon 
payment of the appropriat fee. 

"( 4.) The appropriate f e in respect of each publication re­
ferred to in the last preced ng sub-section is such fee as is fixed 
from time to time for th t publication by resolution of the 
Council or of a Commit ee appointed by the Council and 
authorized to fix fees unde this section.".
