An Act for the General Appropriation of the Revenue
for the Year ending June Thirtieth, Nineteen
Hundred and Twenty-four.

[ A ssented fo, November 28th, 1923.]

HEREAS, by various Acts and Ordinances of the State of
South Australia, certain moneys are or may be collected, to
be paid to the Treasurer on behalf of His Majesty, His heirs and
successors, for the public uses of the said State and support of the
Government thercof: And whereas certain other moneys are or
may become payable to the said State for the like uses, under the
provisions of the Commonwealth of Australia Constitution Act,
63 & 64 Vict., ch. 12—

Be it therefore Enacted by the.G‘rm.rernor, with the advice and con-
sent of the Parliament of South Australia, as follows:

1. Out of the said moneys paid by the Commonwealth of Aus-
tralia, and the produce of all or any other the General Public
Revenues of the said State, not otherwise by law specially appro-
priated, there shall or may be further issued the sum of Four
Million One Hundred and Thirty-nine Thousand Three Hundred
and Five Pounds.

2. Out of the sum of Nine Hundred Thousand Pounds issued
under the authority of the Act No. 1550 of 1923, and the sum of Nine
Hundred Thousand Pounds issued under the authority of Act
No. 1551 of 1923, and the said sum of Four Million One Hundred
and Thirty-nine Thousand Three Hundred and Five Pounds by this
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Act authorised to be issued, there shall or may be applied in the manner
hereinafter mentioned, any sums of money not exceeding in amount
respectively the several sums of money hereinafter specified, that
is to say—

For defraying the charge of the State Government for the
year ending the thirtieth day of June, nineteen hundred and
twenty-four, there shall be paid the sum of Five Million Nine
Hundred and Thirty-nine Thousand Three Hundred and Five
Pounds, the said amount being appropriated as follows. viz.:—
