An Act to amend the Audit Act, 1921-1946.
[Assented to 3rd November, 1949.]
BE IT ENACTED by the Governor of the State of South

Australia, with the advice and consent of the Parliament
thereof, as follows :

1. (1) This Act may be cited as the “Audit Act Amendment
Act, 1949 7.

(2) The Audit Act, 1921-1946, as amended by this Act, may
be cited as the ““ Audit Act, 1921-1949 .

(3) The Audit Act, 1921-1946, is hereinafter called ° the
principal Act ”.

2. This Act is incorporated with the principal Act and that
Act and this Act shall be read as one Act.

3. Section 6 of the principal Act is amended by adding at
the end of subsection (3) thereof the following passage :—

Provided that The Public Service Board may determine—

(a) that additional salary, of such amount as the
board deems just having regard to alterations
in the cost of living and in the salaries paid to
officers of the Public Service generally, shall be
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paid to the Auditor-General as from such day

as the board fixes ;

(b) that any such additional salary shall, as from such
day as the board fixes, be increased or reduced -
by such amount as the board deems just
having regard to the said alterations in the .

cost of living and salaries.

Any additional salary so determined shall be paid to the
Auditor-General as part of his salary under this Act, °

without further appropriation.
