E it Enacted by the Governor of the Province of South

Australia, with the advice and consent of the Legislative

Council and House of Assembly of the said provinee, in this present

1. The Customs tariff is hereby altered in the following par-
ticulars—

1. By the reduction of the duty on harvest twines to Eight
Shillings per cwt.:

11. By the abolition of the duty on cream separators which are

protected by patents, and are not permitted to be manu-
factured in South Australia:

111. By the abolition of the duty on toxa.

2. This Act may be cited for all purposes as ¢ The Customs
Alterations Act, 1894,” and shall be read and construed with and
as an amendment of Act No. 405 of 1887,
