~de an 4l?§!lJlltagainst the Person it shall be lawful for the JGy to 
acqUlrorthe Felony and to find a Verdict of guilty of Assault against 
the person so tried for any such Felony as aforesaid if the evidence 
shall warrant such finding and when such Verdict shall be found the 
Court shall have power to imprison the person so found guilty of an 
Assault for any term not exceeding Three Years.
