(c) meeting ordinary recurrent expenditure; 
( d) paying off a loan raised by the board for any of those 

purposes or a loan for which the board is liable. 

( 1 A) A board may, with the consent of the Minister, as 
security for any money borrowed by it pursuant to subsection 
( 1 ), mortgage or charge any land vested in it. 

Expiry. 3--The Amendments effected by this Act to Section 47 of the 
Hospitals Act 1918 shall expire on 1st May 1983 and, after that 
date, the Hospitals Act 1918 shall have effect as if this Act had not 
been enacted.
