AN ACT to amend the Hobart Building Acts
1918-23. [23 December, 1936.]

BE it enacted by his Excellency the Governor of Tasmania,
by and with the advice and consent of the Legislative Coun-
cil and House of Assembly, in Parliament assembled, as

follows :—

1—(1) This Act may be cited as the Hobart Building Act
1936.
 (2) The Hobart Building Acts 1918-23, as amended by
this Act, may be cited as the Hobart Building Acts 1918-36.
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2 The Hobart Building Act 1923 is hereby amended—
I. By adding at the end of section six thereof the

following new paragraph 1v.:.
‘“1v. Provided that in the middle and outer
zones—

(a) The roof of any dwellmfr of which any
part is distant not less than ten feet
from the boundary line ot the allot-
ment on which it stands, and not less
than fifteen feet from any other
dwelling or building or structure,
may be allowed to remain covered
with combustible material, but shalk
not be allowed to be lecovered with
combustible material :

() No new building shall be covered with
coml)ustlble material.” :

II By expunging the cleventh achedu]e 1nse1ted

therein by the Hobart Building Act 1918, and
substituting the {ollowing new schedule eleven
therefor :—

1100 feet or thereabouts thence in a south-
easterly direction to the junction of Ross and
Foster Streets thence easterly along the centre
of Ross Street to its intersection with Monta-
gue sStreet thence in a general southerly dir-
ection along the centre of Montague Street to
its junction with Augusta Road thence in a south-
erly direction along the western boundary of land
granted to Charles McLachlan to Elphinstone
Road thence south-easterly along Elphinstone
Road to a point of intersection with a line pro-
longated from the centre line of Ryde Street
being the north-west corner of the land granted
to Janet McTavish thence by a straight line in a
south-easterly direction to a point in Providence
Valley Creek 2 chains upstream from its inter-
section with Jordan Hill Road thence along this
creek in a south-westerly direction to a point 2%
chains south-west of the centre of Mellifont Street
and in line with the centre line of Upper Newde-
gate Street thence in a south-easterly direztion
along a line parallel to the centre line of Mellifont
Street to a point 2% chains beyond the centre line
of Arthur Street thence along a line parallel to
Arthur Street and 2} chains therefrom to a point
21 chains on the north-easterly side from the
centre of Knocklofty Terrace thence in a south-

of its point of intersection with the centre line of
Molle Street thence by a line and distant 2} chains
from and parallel to Molle Street to the Hobart
Rivulet thence in a south-westerly direction along
the Hobart Rivulet to a point in a straight line
with the centre line of Glen Street thence along
" the centre lines of Glen Street and D’Arcy Street
to. a. point 2% chains from.the western side of the
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centre of Holebrook Place thence along a line
parallel to Holebrook Place and 21 chains _roia
the centre thereof in a south-westerly direction to
the intersection of Wellesley and Congress Streets
thence in an easterly direction along the nortiern
side of Congress Street and 2% chains from the
centre thereof to a point 2 chains or thereabouts
from the centre of Waterworks Road thence in .
south-easterly direction along a line parallel to
the centre of Dynnyrne Road and on its south-
west side to an unnamed rivulet along the Rifle
Range thence in a north-easterly direction down
the course of this rivulet to a point opposite the
centre line of Regent Street thence in a south-
easterly direction along a line parallel to the
centre of Sandy Bay Road and 25 chains from it
anc on the southern side thereof to a point on the
River Derwent distant 25 chains from the light-
house at One Tree Point and thence by the River
Derwent to the point of commenceme=t.”
