
1971. Bell Bay Railway Agreement. No. 75. 

Part Ill: Route of the New Railway 

The railway will commence at a suitable point on the existing railway 
between Launceston and Herrick, known as the North Eastern Line, approxi­
mately 8 miles from Launceston. 

The railway will proceed in a generally northerly direction for approxi­
mately 17 miles and extend by a spur line to the site of the proposed woodchip 
works near WilIiam Creek. From the junction with the spur line it will 
continue in a generally northerly direction for approximately 6 miles, and 
will then proceed in a generally westerly direction for approximately 4 miles, 
ending at the Bell Bay Wharf.

BE it enacted by His Excellency the Governor of Tasmania, by and 
with the advice and conserut of the Legislative Council and House 

of Assembly, in Parliament assembled, as follows:-
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1 This Act may be cited as the Hydro-Electric Commission Short title.

2 The Hydro-Electric Commission (Mersey-Forth Power Devel­
opment) Act 1963 is amended by omitting from section three thereof 
the symbol and numerals" $112,287,000" and substituting therefor 
the symbol and numerals" $122,072,000". 

3 The Hydro-Electric Commission (Miena Dam) Act 1964 is 
amended by omitting from section three thereof the words "three 
million two hundred thousand dollars" and substituting therefor the 
words " three million six hundred thousand dollars ". 

NATIONAL PARKS AND WILDLIFE.

AN ACT to amend the National Parks and Wildlife 
Act 1970. [26 November 1971.] 

BE it enaoted by His Excellency the Governor of Tasmania, by and 
with the advice and consent of the Legislative Council and House 

of Assembly, in Parliament assembled, as follows:-

1-(1) This Act may be cited as the National Parks and Wildlife 
Act 1971. 

(2) The National Parks and Wildlife Act 1970 is in this Act 
referred to as the Principal Act. 

(3) This Act shall be deemed to have commenced on the com­
mencement of the Principal Act.
