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(b) the member becomes, in the opinion of the Minister, incap-
able, by reason of any physical or mental disability, of
properly performing his duties as a member;

(¢) the member has been convicted of a ecrime or of an offence
of such a nature that, in the opinion of the Minister, it
is not proper that he should be permitted to continue in
office as a member; or

(d) except on leave granted by the Minister, the member
absents himself from three or more consecutive meetings
of the Board.

4. Three members constitute a quorum of the Board.
5~(1) The chairman of the Board shall preside at all meetings of

of the Board. the Board at which he is present.

(2) If the chairman is absent from a meeting of the Board the
members present shall choose one of their number to preside thereat.

(3) The chairman or other member presiding at a meeting of the
Board has a deliberative vote only.

(4) Questions arising at meetings of the Board shall be determined
by a majority of the votes of the members present and voting thereon,
and in the event of an equality of votes the question shall be deemed to
be resolved in the negative.

(5) Subject to this schedule and to the regulations, the Board may
regulate its own procedure.

AN ACT to amend the Agent-General Act 1911.
[5 August 1964.]

BE it enacted by His Excellency the Governor of Tasmania,

by and with the advice and consent of the Legislative
Council and House of Assembly, in Parliament assembled,
as follows:—

1—(1) This Act may be cited as the Agent-General Act

(2) The Agent-General Act 1911, as subsequently amended,
is in this Act referred to as the Principal Act.

(3) This Act shall be deemed to have commenced on the
first day of July 1963.

2 Section seven of the Principal Act is amended by omitting
subsection (1) thereof and substituting therefor the following
subsections :—

“(1) During the period commencing on the first day of
July 1963 and ending on the thirtieth day of June 1964, the
Agent-General shall be paid a salary at the rate of three
thousand one hundred and thirty-five pounds a year.
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
