BE it enacted by His Excellency the Governor of Tasmania, 
by and with the advice and consent of the Legislative 

Council and House of Assembly, in Parliament assembled, as 
follows:-

1-This Act may be cited as the Industrial and Commercial Short title.

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2-This Act shall commence on the day on which it receives Commencement.
