3.-Section 8 of the Statutory Salaries Act 1979* is repealed and 
the following section is substituted:-

8-The rate of salary of-
( a) the senior magistrate in the Southern Magisterial 

District shall be 85 per cent of the maximum rate 
of salary for a permanent head as determined in 
accordance with the scales of salaries laid down 
under an award in force under Part V of the Public 
Service Act 1973; 

( b) a senior magistrate in a magisterial district other 
than the Southern Magisterial District shall be 
82 . 5 per cent of the maximum rate of salary for 
a permanent head as determined in accordance 
with the scales of salaries laid down under an 
award in force under Part V of the Public Service 
Act 1973; and 

( c) a magistrate other than a senior magistrate shall be 
81· 25 per cent of the maximum rate of salary 
for a permanent head as determined in accordance 
with the scales of salaries laid down under an 
award in force under part V of the Public Service 
Act 1973.
