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AN AOT to provide for the 11jstahlishment 1915 
of Bursaries, tenable at State Hchools or 
Registered ~econdary Schools in Tasmania, 
and to Establish a Bursaries Board, and for 
other purposes. [15 Novernber, 191b.] 

BE it enacted by His Excellency the Governor of Tasmania, by and 
with the advice and consent of the Legislative Council ~ntl HO\ls~ Qf 
Assembly, in Parliament assembled, as foUows ;-,. 
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Bursaries. 

1 This Act may be cited as" The Bursaries Act, 1915," and shall 
come into operation on a date to be fixe'! by the Governor by procla­
mation. 

2 "Tlli~ State Scholarship Act, 1907." and" The State SC'holarship 
Act, 191) " (in this Act referred to asthe rEpealed Acts), are hereby 
1 ep. aled: Provided that such repeal shall not in any way affect any 
scholarship awarded under the repealed Acts and current at the 
commencement of this Act; and every such scholarship and the allow­
ances \,if any) in connection therewith shall, until the expiration, 
forfeiture, 01' other determination of the scholarship, be continued, 
managed, and maintained in conformity with the terms and conditions 
governing the award thereof, and under and subject to the provisions 
of the said repealed Acts and the regulations thereunder, as if such 
Acts and regulations were unrepealed, save and except that the powers 
and functions exercisable under the repealed Acts by the ~tate 
Scholarship Board shall be exercised by the Bursaries Board established 
under this Act as if it were the State Scholarship Board, and that the 
cost and expenses of or connected with sllch continuallce, management, 
and maintenance shall be defraYf'd out of the Bursaries Fund estab­
lished under this Act. 

3-( 1) All the real and personal estate and effects at tile commellce­
ment of this Act vested in or under the control and management of 
the State Scholarship Board or appropriated or held for the purposes 
of the repealed Acts 3hall forthwith by virtue of this section, and with­
out the necessity of an~7 conveyance or as~urance whatsoever, vest in 
1 he Public Trustee as trustee for the purposes of this Act; and all 
muneys in any bank to the credit of the State ::-icholarship Board or 
State Scholarship Fund at the eommencement of this Act- whether 
on fixed deposit or otherwise-and all investments thereof~ shall 
immediately upon this AN comin!= into operation be deemed to be 
placed in the Pu blic Trust Office, and the proper officer of any such 
balJk shall forth" ith transfer the same into the name of the Public 
Trustee, without the necessity of any further authority than this 
section 

(2) The Public Trustee shall be deemed to have been duly 
appointed a truste'e for the purposes of this Act under Subsection (7) 
of Section Ten of" The Public Trust Office Act, 1912," and shall 
have and may exercise all or any uf the powers conferred upon the 
Public Trustee by Section Twenty-four of "The Public Trust Office 
Act, 1912," or by any other provision of that Act; and subject to the 
t>xercise of any such powel' in relation ther'eto the PI! blic Trustee shall 
hold the said real and personal estate, effects, and moneys, and all 
other real and personal estate, effects, and moneys which shall hereafter 
be vested in, granted, devised, bequeathed, or given to the Public 
Trustee for the purposes of this Aet-

I. Upon trust thereout to forthwith pay into and place to the 
credit of the Bursaries Fund to be established under this 
Act all moneys which at the commencement of this Act are 
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etanding to the credit of the State Scholarship Board or 
State Schdarship Fund in any bank in account current, 
and not on fixed deposit and subject thereto; 

H, Upon trust from time to time, immediately after the receipt 
of the same, to pay into and place to the credit of the 
Bursaries Fund the rents, issues, ami profits of any lands 
from time to time held in trust hy the Public Tl'ustee for 
the purposes of this Act, and' also the income of any 
monf'ys from time to time invested or held in trust by the 
PH blic Trustee for the purposes of this Act. 

(3) In addition to the powf'rs conferred upon the Puhlic Trustee by 
"The Public Trnst Office Act, H) :2." the Public Trustee may, with 
the COIlSf'nt of the Uuvernor, ::tpply any moneys held by him for the 
purposes of this Act for all or any of the following purposes :-

I. In building upon, 01' otherwise improving any land held Ily 
him for tl-e purpo~es of this Act, or in altering or adding' 
to any buildings on any such land: 

11. In furnishing or fitting up any premises held by him fol' the 
purposes of this Act. 

(4) The Public Trustep. in t'xercising his powers, under ~ection 
Twenty-four of ,. The Public Trust Office Act, 1912," shall not be 
subject to the limitations and restrictions imposed by the proviso tf) 
that section and such proviso slmll lIot apply; but he shall not exercise 
the powers conferred upon him by paragraphs I., Ill, IV.. or v. of 
Rection Twenty·four aforesaid in any case whatsoever without the con­
sent of the Governor. 

No commission shall be payable by the Board to the Public Trust 
Office or the Public Trustee.

6-(1) Tile Chairman of the Board shall be appointf'd by the 
Governor, and shall be One of the Three members of the Board repre­
senting the Education Department. 

(2) At every meeting of the Board thp said chairman, if present, i'hall 
preside, and in his absence a chairman for the meeting shall be chosen 
by the members present out of their number.

7--( I) The Governor may at any time remove the chairman or any 
member of the Board and appoint some other person in his stead on 
such removal, or on the death or resignation of any member, and may, 
in the case of the absence 01' continued illncss, or inability to perform 
his duties of the chairman, or any member, appoint some person to act 
as his ~ubstitute during such absence, illness, or inability.

1. Junior bursaries shall be granted upon the result of the 
annual examination for the qualifying certificate conducted 
by the Education Department: 

Senior bursaries shall be granted as soon as practicable after 
th(' j.wblication of the result of the annual Junior Public 
Examination held by the University of Tasmania, and the 
grants thereof shall be based in the prescribed manner 
upon SUCll result; proviJed that for the purpose ofJetermin­
ing to whom bursaries shall be granted allY child who 
holds a woodw')rk certificate or a cookery certilicate il"sned 
by tbe Education Department or ajJpro~ed by the B:)ard, 
shall be credited with a number of mark .. , to be prescribed 
by regulation. for each such certificate he holds, and pro­
vided further that not more than Nine subjects shall count 
in estimating the result. 

(5) The number of junior and senior bursaries to be respectively 
granted in any year shall be determined by the Board: Provided that, 
if practicable, at least Four-fifths of the-

I. Senior bursaries shall be set apart for cLildren whose 
permanent home is distant at leiist Ten miles, by the 
nearest practicable route, from a State high school: 

11. Junior bursaries shall be set apart for children whose per­
manent home is oistant aT least Ten miles by the 
nearest practicable route, from a State high school, and 
who are not attending any school situated within the 
distance of Ten miles, by the nearest practicable route, 
of a ~tate high school. 

(6) Every bursary shall comprise-
I. An allowance of Two Pounds per annum towards the cost of 

purchasing neceRsary text-books: and 
n. If the bursary is held-

(a) At a State school, free tuition at such school; or 
(b) At a registered secondary school, an allowance of Ten 

Pounds per annum towards the cost of defraying 
the fees payable at such school. 

(7) In addition to the foregoing-, each bursary shall, in the discretion 
of the Board-

I. If it is set apart pursuant to the proviso to Subsection (5) ef 
this section comprise either-

(a) Such boarding allowance, not being less than Twenty 
Pounds per annum; or 

(b) Such travelling allo"allce, not being more than Five 
Pounds per annum-

as the Board in the particular case may determine. 
H. In any other case comprise such travelling allowance, not 

being more than Five Pounds per annum, as the Board in 
the particular case may determine. 
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15-(1) Any person who donatc~ :my !\um to the fnnd may at the 
time of the donation specify the bUl'sary to which he desires tIle same, 
or the interest arising therefn1m, to be applied, to which ('xpres~ed de~ire 
effect shall Le given. 

(2) Lt he desires that his donation shall be set apart for a separate 
bursary he may, with the approval of the Board, give any name he 
pleases to that bursary.

and, in particular, prescribing the maximum number of 
mflrks to he assigDed, for the purposes of this Act, in 
respect of every subject of any such Junior Public Exam­
ination, and in respect of wood work certificates and 
cookery certificates: 

IV. Providing for the forfeiture of bursaries, and declaring in what 
events or upon the breach of what conditlOIlS a bursary 
shall be forf(3ited :
