AN ACT to amend "The Dairy Produce 

A.ct, 1910," and for other purposes. 
[24 December, 1919.J 

BE it enacted by His Excellency the. Governor of Tasmania, by and 
with the advice and consent of the Legislative Council and House of 
Assembly, in Parliament assembled, as follows~-

1 This Act may be cited as "The Dairy Produce Act, 1919," and 
shall be incorporated and read as one with" The Dairy Produce Act, 
1910" (hereinafter referred to as the Principal Act). .

(2) The said Section 2a shall be deemed to Rave been inserted in 
the Principal Act as from the commencement thereof. 

4 Section Four of the Principal Act is hereby amended-
1. As to Subsection (1) thereof-

(a) By omitting the word "and" occurring in the 
Third line, and substituting therefor the words 
" inspectors and other" : . 

(b) By omitting the words" districts to any supervisor 
or supervisors," and substituting therefor the 
words "a district to any supervisor or inspector":· 

11. As to Subsection (2), by inserting after the word "supervisor" 
wherever occurring.in the subsection the words "or 
inspector." 

5' After Section Foul' of the Principal Act the following Sections 
are inserted :-

"4a- (1) The Minister shall appoint fit and proper persoils to hold 
examinations of candidates for certificates as testers or graders of milk 

. and cream under this Act, and the ·persons so appointed shall hold 
such examinations. . 

(2) The examinations shall be written or ptaciical or . both; but in 
lieu of the written part of an examination the Minister may accept any 
prescribed public examination. .. 
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(3) The time, place, and manner of holding examinations shall be A.D. ]919. 
determined by the Minister." 

. "4 b-(J ) The Minister shall issue to every person who has passed· Certificate as -
'the prescribed examination and paid the 'prescrihed fee and as to whose tester or grader. 
general conduct and chal'aeter the Minister is satisfied, a certificate to 
be called a certificate as a tester or as a grader (as the case ma) be) of 
milk and cream for the purposes of this Act. -

(2) Every' certificate shall be under the hands of at least Two 
examiners." 

6 After Section Five of the Principal Act the following sections are 
inserted :-

" 5a-- ( 1) From and after a day to be proclaimed by the Governor, 
the owner of every factory within the meaning of this Act shaIl-

I. Employ and continue to employ_ in connection with such 
factory a suffici~nt number of testers and graders for the 
purposes of this Act: and 

n. Cause all. milk or cream received thereat to be forthwith in 
the prescribed manner tested by a tester and graded by a 
grader in the slate in which it was received thereat and 
without being mixed with any other milk or cream. 

(2) It shall be the duty of a tester employed for the purposes of this 
Act at a factol'y to test as afore!<aid milk and cream received thereat 
and to make a record as prescribed of the result of every testing. 

(3) It shall be the duty of a grader employed for the purposes of 
~his Act at a factory-

1. To grade as aforesaid milk and cream received thereat : 
n. To determine whether or not the same is below the standard 

prescribed for the 'lowest grade of milk or crearn which 
maybe used for manufacture into butter or cheese or any 
other kind of dairy produce (as the case may be) : 

Ill. To indicate the ~'esult of such grading or determination by the 
marks and in the manner prescribed: and 

IV. To make a record of every such grading and determination. 
(4) If for any period of more than Fourteen consecuti ve days the 

owner of any factory does not employ in connection with the factory 
a sufficient number of testers and of graders for the purposes of this Act, 
he shall be liable to a penalty of not less than Ten Pounds and not more 
than Fifty Pounds. 

(5) It shall not be necessary for the owner of a factory who is a 
tester or grader to emplo.v in connection with such factory other testers 
or graders if with respect. to all milk and cream received thereat he per­
sonally performs all the duties imposed upon a tester or a grader (as 
the case may be) by or under this Act. 

(6) The Minister may from time to time, upon reasonable gI'ounds 
being shown, exem pt any factory from the operation of this 'Section for 
a period not exceedin~ Six months at. anyone time."

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"5b Every tester or graclel' of milk or cream shall in every testing, 
grading, or determination, comply with the requirements of this Act."

which he obtains. during the -process of testing or grading;

IT. In any other respect fails, neglects, or refuses to carry out any 
of the duties imposed on him under this Act-

shall be guilty of a eontravention of this Act." 

"5d-(I) Reg'ulations may he made under this Act prescribing 
that the prices payaGle to suppliers for the several grades of milk and 
cream received at a factory sball differ one from another by such 
amounts or proportions as are specified in the regulations, increasing 
according to qualit'J of ~he milk or cream in accordance with _ the 
standards prescribed for the several grades thereof. 

(:2) Every owner ()f a factory purchasing milk or cream shall pay 
for the samp. a price in accordance with the dtffering' amounts or 
proportions so specified. _ 

(3) Every owner of a factory shall, if so rt'quested by any person 
from whom he purchases milk 01' cream, furnish to such person a 
record of the weight, grading, testillg, and the ontter-fat contents of 
such milk or cream." . 

"5e- (1) WiJe/'e milk 01' cream which is supplied to a factory is 
below the standard prescribed for the lowest grade of milk or cream 
which may be used for manufacture into dairyproducp, or is manifestly 
affeeted by putl'efactive decomposition, the owner of the factory shall 
not man.utacture butter or cheese from such milk or cream, or retain it 
on the premises. 

(2) Such milk or cream shall be treated by addillg thereto such sub­
stance as is prescribed, and when so treated may be returned to the 
supplier: Provided that such substance shall not be added in such a 
way as to destroy the value of such milk or cream for animal (other 
than human) food." 

"5fMilk and cream shall be nentr&lized, pasteurized, aerated, or 
cooled as prescribed." 

7 Subsection (1) of Section Six of the Principal Act is hereby 
amended as follows:-

1. By omit ting Paragraph 11. thereof, and substituting the fol­
lowin g t here for-

"H. Take samples of any dairy produce 01' water 
supplied to stock or used in connection with 
dairy produce, or of any material, chemical, 01'

"v. Conduct or cause to be conducted such tests as are 
prescribed for testing or grading dairy produce;

"VI. Conduct or cause to be conducted in the manner 
and under the conditions prescribed such examin­
ations or analysis of dairy produce as he deems 
necessary or expedient." 

8 After Section Thirteen of the Principal Act the following section 
is inserted ;--

"13a-O) Any person who uses any receptade for storing milk or 
cream in or conveying the same to a factory or store, which receptacle 
does not 'comply with this Act or the regulations, shall be guilty of a 
contravention of this Act. 

(2) Any officer may seize, and if he thinks fit remove any such 
receptacle and the contents thereof, and the same shall be retained and 
treated, destroyed, 01' disposed of as prescribed." 

9 Section Fifteen of the Principal Act is hereby amended by 
inserting after the word" supervisor's" in Paragraph l. the words" or 
inspector's." 

10 After Section Fifteen of the Principal Act the following section 
is inserted :-

"15a The ownce of, or any person employed in counection with, 
a factory wlJO, for the purpose of manufacture into butter or chf't'se, 
mixes milk or cream of any grade or causes the same to be mixed-

"20 Every owner of a factory 8hall, on 01' betore Ihe Seventh day 
of July in each year, fUl'Dish a return in tbe prescribed form and con· 
taining the prescribed particulars, to 'the Director, with respect to all 
milk and cream received at the factory dUl'ing the immediately preced-
ing Twelve months ending the Thirtieth day of .June." . 

18 Section Twenty.one of the Principal Act is' hereby amended 
as follows;-

I, By omitting Paragraph VIII, thereof, qud substituting the 
following therefor- .
