Fingal Water Amendment 

Be it therefore enacted by His Excellency the Governor of Tasmania, 
by and with the advice and consent of the Lt-gislative Council and 
House of Assembly, in Parliament Hssemhled, as follows :-

1 rh is Act may be cited for all purposes as "The Fingal Water 
Amendment Act, ] !-J17 ," and shall be read and incorpomted with 
"The Fingal Water Act, 1904" (hen·inafter called "the Prillcipal 
Act. "), and any amendment thereuf:-

2 In this Act-
c< The Corporation" means the Warden, councillors, and electors 

of the municipality of Fingal : 
-" The Coimcil " Dleans the Council of the said municipality. 

3 It shall bp lawful for the Council, on behalf of the Corporation, 
to borrdw. under the provisions of "The Local Public Works Loans 
Act, 1890," upon the security of its revenues, allY sum or sums of 
mOllt'y not exceeding the sum of Due thousand six hundred Pounds 
in addition to the sum of One thousand four hundred Pounds already 
authori!Sed to be borrowed for the purpose of carrying out the objects 
of the Principal Act and increasing the supply of watel' to the town, 
and of the preparation Hnd passing of this Act. 

It shall be lawful for the Governor from time to time to grant. in 
accnrdance with the provisions of "The Local Public Works Loans 
Act, 1890," and its amendments, any sum or sums of money not 
exceeding Onc thousHnd six hundl'edPo:mds as an additional loan 
to the Corporation upon the security of all its revenues, for the pur­
poses in this section mentioned and any sllch sum 01' sums of money 
~haIl he defra:,eu out of moneys to be pro\'ide I hy Padiament for that 
jJllrpose. 

Provided that it shall not be necessar,Y to Jay before either Huuse of 
Palliament plans and specifications of any proposed works, nor a report 
of the Engineer-in-Chief thel'eon, as provided by Section Two of "The 
Local Public Works Loans Act, 1890," hut no part of the said moneys 
shall be advanced to the Council until the Engineer-in-Chief shall have 
certified to the Govel'Ilor that be is satisfied with the mallnel' in which 
·he Council proposes to expend the same. 

The said loan of One thousand six hundred Pounds, as well as the 
loan of One thousand four hundred Pounds, shall be deemed to be 
granted upon .the security of all the revenues of the Council. 

4 Interest at a rate to be fixed and detel'mined by the Governo)' 
from time to time pUfsuaut to "The Loans Act," and computed from 
the date of the rmyment to the Council of the First instalment on 
account of' the said loan, shall be payable by the Council to the 
Treasurer upon the said loan until repayment thereof.

10 Such meters, instruments, or other apparatus shall not be subject Council's meters 
to distress for rent of the premises where t.he same are used, 01' to be not distrainable.

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11 Any person acting under the authority of the Council mhy at 
all rea!lonable times enter any house, buildings, or lands, to, through, or 
into which any water is supplied by the Council by measure in order 
to inspect the meters, instruments, pipes, and apparatus for the 
measuring, con veyance, reception, or storage of ~"ater, or for the pur­
pose of ascertaining the quantity of water supplied or consumed, and 
may from time to time enter any house, buildings, or lands for the pur­
pose of removing mete}, instrument, pipe, or apparatus, t~le property of 
the Council, and if anyone hinders such person from entering, or 
making such inspection, 01' eflecting such removal, or if anyone, not 
being an officer, or in the employ of the Council in any manner, injures 
or interferes with any meter placed for the purpose herein named. he' 
shall for every such offence be liable to a penalty not exceeding Five 
Pounds, in addition to the amount of damage or injury done. 

12 Every person requiring to remove or alter the position of any 
meter shall give Two day's notice in w1'iting to that effect to the 
Council, wllO will cause a registration of the quantity of water used to 
be taken, and such removal or alteration to be made, and the expense 
of !l0 doing shall be paid by such person ; and no alteration shall be 
made except by or under the direction of an offiCe!' of the Council, nor 
until the permission of the Uouncil has been obtained. 

13 Section Four of the Principal Act and the schedule numbered (1) 
thereto are hereby repealed and the Town of Fingal, as described in 
the schedule hereto, is hereby declared to be a Water District under and 
for the purposes of the Principal Act and of this Act, and shall be 
called, the Fingal Water District. Wherever in the Principal Act 
and in this Act the word "District" is used the same shall mean 
and include the Fingal Water District as described in the said schedule 
hereto ..

Commencing at the west angle of the Town of I<'ingal on the South Esk River
