Stone Plover, Ground Doves, and Cape Barren Geese, from the 
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A.D.1896.

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First day of July in every year to the last day of January in 
every succeeding year, both days inclusive: 

For Bronze-winged' Pigeons from the First day of Lt llgust in 
every year to the last day of February in every succeeding 
year, both days inclusive: 

For Wattle Birds from the First day of' A 1lgust in every year to 
the Twenty~third day of jJfay in every succeeding year, both 
days incluf"ive: 

For Quail from the .First day of July in every year to the 
Thirtieth day of April in every succeeding year, both days 
inclusive," 

5 This Act and the said Act, save as amended by this Act, shall be 
read and construed together as one and the same Act
