2 Section Eight of the Principal Act is hereby amended as from the
commencement of that Act, by omitting from Subsection (1) the word
“ Seventy and subsntutmg therefor the words * One hundred and
twenty,” and by adding the following proviso to the said section—

“ Provided that the trustees shall not approve of any application for
an advance to an eligible person after the First day of December, One
thousand nine hundred and twenty, except on tht preseribed security
and for the purpose of enabling him to erect, as a home for himself
and his dependents, a dwelling house on his holdmg, or to purchase

‘land and erect a dwelling house thereon.”

* 3 Section Three of the Principal Act is hereby amended by omitting
the words “ Three bundred ” in the definition of “ eligible person”
contained in that section, and subst1tut1ng therefor the words ¢ Three
hundred and fifty.”

4 Section Vlneteen of the Principal Act is hereby amended by
inserting in the Seventh line of Subsection (2) after the word
“hundred ” the words “ and fifty,” and in the same line after the word
“ Pounds” by adding the words ‘“ except in the case of the erection -of
a new concrete or brick dwelling-house, when the advance shall not
exceed in any case the sum of Eight hundred and fifty Pounds.”

5 Section Twenty of the Principal Act is hereby amended by
omitting the words ** Three hundred ' in the Sixth line of the said
section, and substituting therefor the words ‘¢ Three hundred and fifty.”
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
