BORROWING POWEHS. 

10--(1) It shall be lawful for the Corporation from time to time to 
borrow and take up at interest on the security of the revellues of the 
Corporation, other' than the water rates levied under the authority of

(4) If the alderman so appointed, as lastly mentioned, is unable in 
consequence of absence, illness, or other incapacity, to perform the 
duties of Returning Officer, or if the Council shall fail or neglect to 
appoint a Returning Officer in any of the events hereinhefore stated, 
then the Town Clerk shall act as and rlischarge the duties of Returning 
Officer in respect of such election.

owner shall, within the time specified in such notice, make 
such alterations and improvements accordingly: 

11. If the Council shall consider that such building or structure, 
or thing affixed to such building or structure, cannot be 
made sightly ('I' suitable as aforesaid by any alteration or 
improvement, the Council may cause a Notice in writing 
to be sf'rved upon the owner of the land upon which such 
building or structure is erected, requiring such owner to 
remove such building, structure. or. thing, and such owner 
shall, within the time specified in such Notice, remove s·uch 
building, structure, or thing, in such manner as shall have 
been direct.ed by the Council : 

1If. If any such owner as aforesaid, after· service upon him of 
any notice under this section, fails within the time specified 
in such notice to comply with the requirements thereof, he 
shall incur a penalty not exceeding Five Pounds for every 
such offence, and also a further penalty not. exceeding 
Twenty Shillings a day tor every day during which such 
failure or non-compliance shall continue, and it shall be 
lawful for the Council to cause all such acts and things as 
may be necessary to secure a compliance with the require­
ments contained in such notice to be done, and all the 
costs, charges, and expenses incurred by or on behalf of the 
Council, thereby or incidental thereto shall be repaid to 
the Council by such owner : . 

IV. All penalties, and all cost8, charges, and ex.penses imposed or 
made payable by this Act, may be recovered in a summary 
manner in the mode directed by "The Magistrates Sum­
mary Procedure Act," before a police magistrate or before 
any Two justices of the peace: 

v. The word" owner" when used in this section shall have the 
meaning assigned to it by the said Act: 

VI If the owner of any sueh building or structure as aforesaid is 
unknown, or cannot be found, the Council may give the 
notice by ad vertisement in One or more newspapers gener­
ally circulating in Hobart of their intention as herein pro­
yided, and by affixing a copy of such notice to some 
conspicuous pla~e on such building or structure, and if at 

and suitable. 
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the end of One month after such notice has been first 
advertised as aforesaid, nl) owner shaH be found. then the 
Council may proceed as provided in Subsection Ill. 01 this 
section, and may sell the material of any building, struc-. 
ture, 01' thing removed, and apply the proceeds towards 
payment of the expenfol,es incurred thereby.
