2 The Railway Bonds to be issued in accordance with the provisions Up,on deposit of 
of The Launceston and Western Railway Act shall be deposited with the R~l~wCYI B~nld8 
Colonial Treasurer, and thereupon the Governor in Council shall issue ~~!asu~:ma 
Debentures of the Government of Tasmania to the amount of the said Governor in 
Bonds; and shall cause the said Debentures to be sold by the Colonial Council to issue 
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Debentures to 
like amoun t.

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Treasurer for the time being, and the proceeds arising from the sale of 
such Debentures shall be paid into a Bank to the credit of the said 
Company and of the Commissioners appointed in pursuance of The 
Launceston and Western Railway Act, No. 2, and such proceeds shall 
be expended in the same manner as if they had arisen from the sale of 
the said Bonds; and upon the said Bonds being so delivered to the 
Colonial Treasurer for the time being, he shall be deemed to be the 
holder thereof; and payment of interest and also of the principal 
moneys which may fall due upon such Bonds shall, unless duly paid by 
the Company, be from time to time enforced, recovered, and paid to 
the Colonial Treasurer in the same manner as if the said Bonds had 
been issued to and held by some other person and default had been 
made by the said Company in payment of principal or interest secured 
by the said Bonds, and the Colonial Treasurer had paid sllch principal 
or interest or any part thereof respectively to the holder of such Bonds. 

3 If the construction of the Railway should not amollnt to the sum 
of £350,000, the unexpended part of the said sum of £350,000 shall be 
forthwith repaid into the Colonial Treasury. 

4 Nothing in this Act shall affect or in any way alter or diminish 
any liability or charge created by the issue of such Bonds, whether 
in respect of the Railway District, the Company, Rates, Works, Plant, or 
in any other respect whatsoever. 

5 This Act and The Launceston and Western Railway Act, and The 
Launceston and Western Railway Act, No. 2, shall be construed 
together as one and the same Act; and this Act may for all purposes be 
cited as "The Launceston and Western Railway Act, No. 3."
