The Hobart Gazette, and bearing date the Twenty-fifth day of January, 
One thousand eight hundred and ninety-eight, proclaimed available 
and open to applicants under" The Mining Act, 1893," from noon on 
Tuesday, the Fifteenth day of February in the same year: 

And whereas applications to the number of Four hundred and 
fifty 01' thereabouts have been duly received by the Secretary for 
MineR, under the provisions of "The Mining Act, 1893," for leases 
of separate portions of the said block of land: 

And whereas the total area of the said block of land amounts to 
Two thousand three hundred and five acres, and the total area of land 
mentioned in such applications as aforesaid amounts to Twenty-five 
thousand three hundred acres or thereabouts: 

And whereas a Mining Company known as "The Mount L;ljcll 
Reserve Copper and Gold Mines, No Liability," has been formed to 
acquire the interests of the several applicants in the said applications 
lor leases, and Four huudred and fOI'ty-six of such applications have been 
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transferred to the Company, and the transfers thereof have been 'duly 
lodged with the Secretary for' Mines: 

And whereas it is expedient to ma:k~ provision in t.he manner herein­
after set forth for the issue of leases of the said block of land to the 
said Company in sections of sHeh area as the Company may require: 

Be it therefore enacted bv His Excellencv the Governor of Tasmania, 
by and with the advice ai'!d consent of the, Legislative Council and 
House of Assembly, in Parliament assembled, as follows:-

1 This Act mav be cited for all purposes as "The Mount Lyell 
Reserve Leases Act." 

2 In this Act, the following words and expressions shall have the 
respecti ve meanings in this Section severall y assigned to them; (that is 
to say)- _ 

"The Reserve" shall mean the block of land mentioned and 
described in the Schedule to this Act: 

"The Company" shall, mean "The Mount Lyell Reserve 
Copper and Gold Mines, No Liability:" 

" The' said applications" shall mean the applications for leases 
which are mentioned in the Preamble to this Act: 

" The Minister" shall mean the Minister of Mines. 

3 It shall be lawful for the Minister. subject to the rights of such appli­
cants as are mentioned in Section Six of this Act. to cause the Reserve 
to be surveyed,' irrespective of the position of the notices posted 
thereon, in sections of such area as the Company may require, but 
otherwise in accordance with the conditions prescribed by "The Mining 
Act, 1893," and the Regulations made thereunder, and to grant to the 
Company leases of such sections in the form and subject to the con­
ditions prescribed by "The Mining Act, 1893," and the. Regulations 
made thereunder: Pr<?vided always, that if the Company shall expend 
a sum equal to One Pound for every acre of the Reserve in bona fide 
mining or prospecting operations thereon to the satisfaction of the 
Minister, the said leases shall not be liable to forfeiture on account of the 
non-compliance by the Company of the labour covenants contained in 
such leases for a period of One year from the date thereof respectively. 

Provided that the total of the rents to be reserved by such leases shall 
be equal to the rent that would be payable if the Reserve had been 
leased in one block. 

4 Upon the request of the COill.pany, the Secretary for Mines shall 
make and transmit to the Treasurer a certificate of the number of the 
said applications which have been transferred to the Company and the 
Humber of such applications sufficient to represent the total area of so 
much of the Reserve as shall be thereafter included in the leases to 
which the Company shall become entitled under the provisions of this 
Act, and a certificate of the total amount of the fees payable in respect 
of the last-mentioned num ber of the said applications; and upon the 
receipt of such certificates as aforesaid the Treasurer shall pay to the 
Company the total amount of the fees previously paid into the 
Treasury in respect of so many of the said C:lpplications as shall have 
been transferred to the Company in excess of the number mentioned in

5 The Company shall pay all stamp duties and registration fees Company to pay 
payable in accordance with law in respect of the transfers of such ~famp dutY'r&c.

of the Secretary for Mines as sufficient to represent the total area of 
so much of the Reserve as shall be thereafter included in the leases to 
which the Company shall become entitled under the provisions of this 
Act, but the Company shall not be required to pay any stamp duty or 
registration fees in respect· of the transfers of so many of the said 
applicationf'o as shall be in excess of the number mentioned in such 
eertificate of the Secretary for Mines as last aforesaid. 

6 Nothing hereinbefore contained shall be construed to prejudice or Rig~ts of 
affect the right or interest of any person who has applied for a lease of apphcanfits who

aforesaid refuses to transfer to the Company, the question of prece-
dency of such application shall be determined in the manner prescribed 
by the Regulations made under" The Mining Act, 1893," and the 
Company shall in every such case be entitled to all the rights and 
privileges of an applicant in respect of each application transferred· 
to the Company which shall include any portion of the same land 
included in the application of any applicant who shall refuse to transfer 
his application to the Company. 

8 Nothing contained in this Act shall in any manner prejudice or PrefereQtial 
affect the right or interest of any person who shall have a preferential claims. 
claim to a lease of any portion of the Reserve by virtue of any 
application duly made before the Reserve was exempted. from the opera-
tion of "The Mining Act, 1893," as hereinbefore mentioned.
