the appointment of his Sllccessor in the immediately suc­
ceeding year; when he shall retire from office. Every 
su~h nominatioll slutll be under the seal of the Association, 
and be delivered to the Uommissioner, who shall certify 
the same to the Governor: 

n. One other member shall be a registered motor-car owner, and 
shall be appointed by the Governor to represent the regis­
tered motor-car owners of the State.
