AN ACT to further amend “The Police \ct
1905,” and for other purposes.
[13 December, 1917.]

BE it enacted by His Excellency the Governor of Tasmania, by and
with the advice and consent of the Legislative Council and House of
Assembly, in Parliament assembled, as follows : —

1—(1) This Act may be cited as *The Police Amendment Act,
1917.”

(2) “ The Police Act,
Principal Act.

The occupier or keeper of any such house, shop, room, place of publlc
resort, or other premises shall admit any constable, with or without any
warrant, when required so to do.”

8 Section Twenty-tbree of the Principal Act is hereby amended by
omitting the words “ or Suh—inspector ” wherever occurring through-
out the section, and 1nsert1ng in lieu thereof the words * Inspector,
Sub- mspector or sergeant.”’

9 Section Thirty three of the Principal Act is hereby amended by
omitting the words  permit or suffer such dog to be ™ occurring in the
Second line thereof, and msertmg in lien theleof the words * fail to
prevent such dog from being.”

10 Section Seventy-two of the Principal Act is hereby amended by
inserting at the end thereof the following proviso:—

*“ Provided always that the driver of any such vehicle shall not be
liable as for a breach of this section if his absence from such vehicle is
only temporary and bond fide on business or for some necessary pur-
pose, and he previously locks, in an effectual manner, at least One of
the wheels of such vehicle.”

11 Section One hundred and thirty-eight of the Principal Act is
hereby amended by omitting from the Firstand Second lines thereof the
words ‘“ to the obstruction, annoyance or danger of the residents or
passengers.”

12 Paragraph mr. of Section One hundred and forty-three of
the Principal Act is hereby repealed.

“143a Any person who, in or on any road, driving any vehicle or
animal or riding or leading any animal, drives, rides or leads the same
on the wrony side of the road without justifiable cause, or fails without

justiﬁable cause to conform to any of the following provisions :—

. When meeting any other vehicle or animal, to keep on the
left or near side of the road :

it. When passing by any other vehicle or animal going in the
same direction, to go on the right or off side of such
vehicle or animal :

. When being passed by any other vehicle or animal going in
the same direction, to permit such other vehicle or animal
to pass on the right or off side—

1v. When bringing any vehicle or animal to a standstill to keep
on the side of the road :

Provided that any person leading a horse shall always
lead it on the right or off side of the road and as near to
the side of the road as practicable, and any other person
when meeting or passing by the horse need not comply
with the foregoing provisions of this Section.

14 Section One hundred and forty-seven of the Principal Act is
hereby amended by omitting the word “ Twelve™ occurring in the
marginal note thereto, and substituting therefor the word * Thirteen.”

*“ Any constable may arrest, without any warrant, any person
guilty of such behaviour in his presence.”

16 Subsection (1) of Section Forty-eight of the Principal Act is
hereby repealed.

17 Section One hundred and forty-nine of the Principal Act is
hereby repealed, and the following section substituted therefor : —

149—(1) Subject to the provisions of this section, every person
who causes or permits any vehicle to be in any street during the period
between half-an-hour after sunset and half-an-hour before sunrise shall
provide that vehicle with a lamp or lamps in proper working order, and
so constructed and capable of being so attached as when lighted to
display to ihe front and rear a light visible for a reasonable distance, and
so that the light to the front shall be a white light, and the light to the
rear shall be a red light.

(2) If only One lamp is so provided it shall be placed on the oft or
right side of the vehicle.
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(3) In the case of every vehicle for carrying passengers Two such
lamps shall be so provided, and One shall be fixed on each side of such
vehicle.

(4) Every person driving or being in charge of any vehicle in any
street during the period aforesaid shall keep the lamp or lamps so provided
propeily trimmed, lighted and attached.

(i) Every person who offends against any of the provisions of this
section is liable upon summary conviction to a penalty not exceeding Two
Pounds, and in the case of a Second or subsequent conviction to a
penalty of not less than Ten Shillings and not exceeding Five Pounds.

(6) This section applies to every kind of vehicle except any vehicle
drawn or propelled by hand, and except motor vehicles as defined by
“The Motor Traffic Act, 1907,” and applies to any machine or
implement of any kind drawn or propelled by animal or mechanical
fraction in the same manner as it applies to vehicles.

(7) In the case of a bicycle or tricycle, a lamp may be carried on

any part of such bicycle or tricycle where the light from the lamp

shall be visible from vehicles approaching suck bicycle or tricycle.

18 Before Section One hundred and ninety-nine of the Principal
Act the following section is inserted :—

“198 It shall be Jawtul for any constable to dlsperse all persons
gathering together in any public or open place for the purpose of
gambling or playing at any game of chance, and to take and seize any
itplenents or instrumeuts used or intended to be used therein, and to
take and carry away the same; and all persons gambling or playmg as
aforesaid shall on summary conviction thereof be liable to a penalty
not exceeding Ten Piunds.”

19 Rection Two hundred and eight of the Principal Act is hereby
amended by omitting therefrom the word “rifle,” and substituting
therefor the word * firearm.”

20 Section Two hundred and :en of the Principal Act is hereby
amended by omitting from Subsection Three thereof the Words “into
the mumclpdl fund in case of a municipality or otherwise.”

21— (1) After Section Two hundred and ten of the Principal Act
the following section is hereby inserted as Section 210a :(—

“210a Notwithstanding any law or custom to the contrary it shall
be lawful for the Commissioner to issue general search warrants to such
constables as he thinks fit.

(2) Every such search warrant shall be in the furm set out at the
foot ot this section or in a form to the like effect, and shall be signed
by the Commissioner.

(3) Every such warrant shall remain in force for Six months from
the date thereof, or for such (if any, shorter period as is specified
therein. Plon(led that the Commlsswner may at any time revoke any
suci warrant,
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(4) The constable named in any such warrant may, at any time in

the day or night, with such assistants as he thinks necessary, enter and -

search any house, buildings, premises, or place where he has reasonable
cause to suspect that any stolen goods are, and may break open the
same; and he may break open and search any cupboard, drawers,
chests, boxes, packages, or other things, whether fixed or not, in which
he has reasonable cause to suspect that any stolen goods may be found.

() In this Section—* C'ommissioner ”" means the Commissioner of
Police for the time being of this State, and includes an acting or deputy
Commissioner of Police ; and *“ stolen goods ” includes goods obtained
by any felony or misdemeanour.

whether fixtures or not, in which you have reasonahle cause to suspect
that any goods obtained by any felony or misdemeanour may be found.

This warrant shall vemain m force for Six months from the darte
hereof (if for a shorter period, state how long).
