2 The Public Trust Office Act, 1930, is hereby amended-

I. By inserting after Subsection (3) of Section Sixty-five thereof 
the following new Subsection (3A) ;-

"(3A) Where the Public True.tee is administering allY 
eRtatf>, and it appears that there are no persons entitled to 
share in the distribution of the estate as herein before pro­
vided, the Public Trustee may apply to the Court for 
directions as to the manner in which any person or persons 
amongst whom such estate or part thereof shall be distri­
buted. On such application the Court may order adver­
tisements to issue as herein before provided, and, upon 
proof by affidavit of compliance therewith, the Court may, 
in its absolute discretion, make such further order author­
ising the Public Trustee to distribute such estate or part 
thereof amongst such persons as the Court shall think fit, 
having regard to all the circumstances of the estate and to 
the just claim of any such person thereto, notwithstanding 
that any such person is not in law entitled to share in the 
distribution of the estate.":
