6 The provisions of the Public Works Construction Act, 1880, and
the Branch Roads Construction Act, 1881, shall extend and apply to
the works mentioned in Schedule (1) as fully in all respects as if the
said provisions had been incorporated in this Act.

7 Notwithstanding anything contained in this or any other Act, any
land required for the purpose of any public work specified in Schedule
(1) may, at the option of the Minister, be purchased, acquired, or taken
under the Lands Resumption Act, 1910, and in the event of such option
being so exercised the provisions of that Act shall accordingly apply,
and be deemed to be incorporated with this Act, in lieu of the provi-
sions of the Public Works Construction Aect, 1880, and the Branch
Roads Construction Act, 1881.

8 Sections Three to Seven inclusive of this Act shall be deemed to
have come into operation on the first day of March, one thousand
nine hundred and twenty-five.

9 Conditionally on the Municipal Council of the City of Launceston,
on behalf of the Mayor, aldermen, and citizens of the said City of Laun-
ceston contributing one-half of the cost of the work specified in
Schedule (2), it shall be lawful for the Minister to cause to be con-
structed, improved, executed, or completed the work so specified at a
cost not exceeding the amount set forth in the said schedule in rerpect
thereof.

10 The cost of the said work specified in Schedule (2) shall be
defrayed as follows : -
