Public Works Ezecution (Federal Aid Roads) (No. 1).

3 Subject to the provisions of Section Four hereof, the provisions of
the Public Works Construction Act, 1880, and the Branch Roads
Construction Act, 1881, shall extend and apply to the works mentioned
in the schedule to this Act as fully in all respects as if the said provisions
had been incorporated in this Act.

4 At the option of the Minister any land required for the purpose
of any public work authorised by this Act may be purchased, acquired,
or taken under the Lands Resumption Act, {910, or under the Land
Vesting Act, 1894, and, in the event of such option being exercised in
respect of either of those Acts for the purposes of such work, the
provisions of such Act shall be deemed to be incorporated with this
Act for such purposes in lieu of the provisions of the Acts mentioned
