AN ACT to amend “The Railway Service 1023,

Appeal Board Act, 1917.”  [12 Aprif, 1923.] ——

BE it enacted by His Excellency the Governor of Tasmania, by
and with the advice and consent of the Legislative Council and
House of Assembly, in Parliament assembled, as follows :—

1—(1) This Act may be cited as *“ The Railway Service Appeal Short tide.
