1. Undertaken, constructed, improved, executed, completed, and
carried out, the various undertakings, works, objects, and
purposes mentioned in Schedules (1) and (2) to this Act—

at a cost therefor not exceeding in each case the amoun. for the same
set forth in the said schedules. '

3 The cost of purchasing, providing, and acquiring such land,
rolling-stock, and things, and of undertaking, constructing, improving,
execuring, completing, and carrying out such undertakings, works,
objects, and purposes, shall be defrayed by the expenditure of the
aggregate of the several sums mentioned in Schedule (3) to this Act
(being the amounts, or unexpended balances of the amounts, appro-
priated for the several items mentioned in the said schedule), which
said several sums it shall be lawful for the Treasurer to appropriate
and spend accordingly.

4 The provisions of this Act, so far as the same apply to the land,
rolling-stock, undertakings, and purposes mentioned in Schedule (1),
shall have a retrospective operation.
