“9-—(1) Subject to Subsection (3) of this Section the Commsioner
of Police may, upon application made to him in writing in such form
as he may determine and require, and on payment of the fee of One
Pound to be applied in aid of the Consolidated Revenue, issue to the
person applying therefor a tanner’s licence in the form in the Schedule
to this Act or to the like effect authorising such person to carry on the
business of a tanner at or near the place mentioned in such licence.

(2) Every such license shall continue in force until and inclusive of
the Thirty-first day of December next after the date of the granting
thereot and no longer.

(3) The Commissioner of Police shall refuse to issue a licence if, in
his opinion, the applicant therefor is not a fit and proper person to hold
the same.

The decision of the Commissioner of Police shall be - final, subject
to an appeal to the Attorney- General, but shall not be appealed against,
reviewed, quashed or called in question in any Court on any acceunt
whatever.”
