he may recommend to the Treasurer that the club be released 
from the payment of such proportion (not exceeding one­
third) of the land. tax which, but for this section, would be 
payable by the club, as the Commissioner may think reasonable 
in the circumstances, and the Treasurer may release the club 
from the payment of that proportion of the land tax accord­
ingly, and may make such entries and alterations in the land 
tax register as are necessary for that purpose. 

(2) The Commissioner may require any application on be­
half of a golf club for a release under this section to be sup­
ported by a statutory declaration, as to the matters mentioned 
in paragraphs I. to Ill. of subsection (1) of this section, made 
by the secretary, or the chairman of the committee or other 
governing body, of the club.".

AN ACT to amend the Tasmanian Unioersity Act 
1951. [2 December, 1952.] 

BE it enacted by His Excellency the Governor of Tasman,ia, 
by and with the advice and consent of the Legislative 

Council and House' of Assembly, in Parliament assembled, 
as follows:-

Short title 1-(1) This Act may be cited as the Tasmanian University 
and citation. Act 1952. 

Financial 
;provisions. 

(2) The Tasmanian University Act 1951 is in this Act 
. referred to as the Principal Act. 

2 Section fifteen of the Principal Act is amended by adding 
at the end thereof the following subsections:-

"(3) The council may borrow, on overdraft of its bank 
account, any sums of money not exceeding in the whole the 
sum of ten thousand pounds. 
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(4) The council may-
(a) in lieu of borrowing money as provided by subsec­

tion (1) of this section; or 
(b) for the purpose of repaying the whole or any part 

of any money so borrowed, 
apply to the Treasurer for an advance, and, subject to this 
section, the Treasurer may, out of any moneys at his disposal, 
advance to the council such sums of money as he may think 
fit, on such terms as to repayment thereof, and the payment 
of interest thereon, and otherwise, as he may determine. 

(5) The sum owing by the council to the Treasurer in 
respect of an advance under subsection (4) of this section, 
together with the sum, if any, owing by the council on 
overdraft, shall not, at any time, exceed ten thousand pounds. 

(6) Subject to sections eleven and twelve, the council 
may, with the approval of the Governor but not otherwise, 
borrow money on the security of any real property owned 
by or vested in the university.".
