(3) If a city council does not appoint such an inspector within

(a) After it has been required so to do by the Minister; 
or 

(b) After the occurrence of a vacancy in the office of 
such inspector-

the Minister may appoint 'luch inspector, and fix the' amount of 
his remuneration. 

The remuneration so fixed- shall Le a charge upon the funds of 
the City Council, and sllall be paid to such inspector by such 
council, and in default of pa.vment may be recovered by the 
Minister, or any person authorised by him to sue for the same by 
action in any court of competent jurisdiction.'
