AN ACT to amend the Workers” Compensa- 1Aggg

tion Act, 1927. (18 January, 1930.]

BE it enacted by His Excellency the Governor of Tasmania,
by and with the advice and consent of the lLegislative Council and
House of Assembly, in Parliament assembled, as follows :-—

1 This Act may be cited as “ The Workers’ Compensation Act, Short title.
1929.”

4 The Governor from time to time may make arrangements with the
competent authority in any other part of His Majesty’s dominions for
the transmission of moneys—

such other part of such dominions and for the administration and
application of such moneys in snch part of snch dominions or in this
State, as the case may he, for the henefit of the persons entitled
thereto.
